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"The Fifth Day" is a sequence of ten pictures showing a taxi ride, edited as a slide show on music by Kazimir Boyle. These photos, 
taken in Alexandria, are ever changing networked stills because linked to critical data describing the political and cultural status of 
Egypt. Here, Egypt works as a metaphor to investigate topical subjects for the so called "Middle East" aiming for a comparison with 
the audience's birth/living country. Data, retrieved from the Internet and transforming the aesthetics of the photos, can be: the 
Proportion of seats held by women in national parliament (photo #2), the Corruption Perceptions (CPI) (photo #4), the Literacy rates 
in adult female and male (ages 15 and above) (photo #7), just to name a few. "The Fifth Day" is the second installment of a trilogy 
inspired by the "Three Days of The Condor" by Sidney Pollack and is launched on the occasion of Multipistes and Beam Me Up in a 
show held at the Meneer de Wit in Amsterdam in January 2009.

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Carlo Zanni (La Spezia, Italy, 1975) is among one of the pioneering New Media artists of his generation. 
Since 2000 Carlo Zanni's practice involves the use of live Internet data feedback to create time based social consciousness 
experiences under the form of games, photos, films and installations. For the past eight years Carlo Zanni kept investigating a new 
radical approach to the art making that is the use of live material gathered from the Internet to shape forms reflecting topical issues of 
our life. This data can be eBay.com stock market charts like in "eBay Landscape” (2004), or a set of images gathered from daily top 
stories like in "Average Shoveler” (Rhizome.org Commission Winner 2004-05), or even weather forecasts in "Time-In” (2005) or 
World Development Indicators (WDI) for the upcoming "The 5th Day” (2009). This use of live data, screening our society, lets the 
viewer be part of the piece even if he physically doesn't interact with it. His work has been shown worldwide in galleries and 
museums including: Hammer Museum, Los Angeles (2009), Sandroni.Rey Gallery, Los Angeles (2009), Annarumma404 
Naples/Milan (2008), MAXXI Museum, Rome (2007, 2006); New Museum, New York (2005); Gavin Brown's Enterprise at 
Passerby, New York (2005); P.S.1 Contemporary Art Center, New York (2001). 
ICA - Institute of Contemporary Arts in London held his first retrospective in October 2005 and published the book "Vitalogy". In 
October 2006, "8-bit" a documentary by artist and director Marcin Ramocki featuring an interview with Carlo Zanni premiered at 
MoMA, Museum of Modern Art, New York. 
With his project "My Temporary Visiting Position From The Sunset Terrace Bar" - 2007 [www.FromTheSunsetTerrace.com] Carlo 
Zanni keeps investigating what he calls DATA CINEMA: a new way to approach filmmaking and narrative forms at large based on 
the use of live data feedback gathered from the Net, to create ever changing cinematic live environments. 
A new book is scheduled to release at the beginning of 2009 published by éditions hors’champs.

How should the CPI scores be interpreted?  
 
The CPI should be interpreted as a ranking of countries with scores ranging from 0 (highly corrupt) to 10 (highly clean).  
 
What is the Corruption Perceptions Index (CPI)?  
 
The Transparency International Corruption Perceptions Index ranks countries in terms of the degree to which corruption 
is perceived to exist among public officials and politicians. It is a composite index, a poll of polls, drawing on 
corruption-related data from expert and business surveys carried out by a variety of independent and reputable 
institutions. The CPI reflects views from around the world, including those of experts who are living in the countries 
evaluated. Transparency International commissions the CPI from Johann Graf Lambsdorff, a university professor based 
in Passau, Germany.  
 
For the purpose of the CPI, how is corruption defined?  
 
The TI CPI focuses on corruption in the public sector and defines corruption as the abuse of public office for private 
gain. The surveys used in compiling the CPI ask questions that relate to the misuse of public power for private benefit, 
for example bribery of public officials, kickbacks in public procurement, embezzlement of public funds) or questions 
that probe the strength of anti-corruption policies, thereby encompassing both administrative and political corruption.
